Why

fibre for Next Gen NBN? |

Fibre optic cables are thin strands of glass, about
the thickness of a human hair, that permit the
transmission of data over longer distances and at
higher bandwidths (data rates) than copper based
infrastructure. With the use of fibre, a higher
broadband speed can be delivered more efficiently

and at a lower cost.

Fibre optics will be able to support the delivery of
a richer and greater variety of services such as high-
definition (HD) video and 1Gbps bandwidth services.

In the near future, there will be a myriad of services
riding on Next Gen NBN that will enable high-
speed Internet access, high definition movie content,
voice and mobility, over a single broadband

connection.
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
